Visitors may take photographs or film permanent collection only for personal, non-

distributional or noncommercial use, and under the following conditions: 

 

• Flash photography, detachable lenses, camera bags, tripods, additional lights or 

extension cords are not allowed. 

 

• The camera must be at least three (3) feet from the work of art. 

 

• Art is protected under the United States Copyright law, therefore reproduction, 

distribution or sale of photograph(s) is not permitted.  

 

• Photography is not allowed where a “No Camera” symbol appears. In addition, 

photography is not allowed in the following:  

o Special Exhibition galleries 

o Schwartz Galleries of Prints & Drawings 

o Albert and Peggy de Salle Gallery of Photography 

o Galleries with a “No Photography” sign or a “No Camera” symbol
